Medium Scal Enterprises (MSE) and Entrepreneurship development 

Support to the PSD/ MSE Policy Unit (UNIT) in the Ministry of Finance Planning and Economic Development. 

The objective of the programme is to strengthen the policy formulation capacity of the PSD/MSE Policy Unit in the area of micro and small-scale enterprise development.  This policy is central in Uganda’s Poverty Eradication Action Plan (PEAP). The private sector in Uganda is still weak, fragile and under-developed. For the stimulation of economic growth, more needs are to be done in terms of better co-ordination and implementation of adequate policies. The PSD/ MSE Policy Unit plays an important role in this regard.

Through the support of NORAD the UNIT has planned the following national policies planed for the development of private sector/MSE, and Micro finance: 

· Medium Term Competitiveness Strategy (MTCS) strategy and policy.

· Micro finance policy and law for regulation of Micro finance deposit-taking institutions (MDI’s).

· Plan for expansion of micro finance outreach.

The Policy Unit has also been able to set up and operationalise the Micro Finance Forum and the Co-ordination committee of the MSE sector; the National Small Enterprises Co-ordination Committee (SEC). 

The Policy Unit also undertook the role of policy advocacy through holding workshops, seminars and the dissemination of policy reports at all levels and especially at district level, where many of these micro and small enterprises are located. Uganda currently has been recognised for its success in the formulation of a regulatory policy for the Micro finance sector.
