Enterprise Uganda

Enterprise Uganda was initiated early 2001 and is a joint undertaking between the Government of Uganda, Unied Nations Development Programe (UNDP), United Nations Conference on Trade and Development (UNCTAD) with the latter as implementing agency, and Enterprise Africa. Enterprise Africa is a regional initiative under the auspices of UNDP whereby Enterprise Uganda is a part of the East African cluster.  

The aim of the programme is to build institutional capacity for, as well as to support the promotion of entrepreneurship development and work directly with small and medium enterprises.  The programme selects a group of growth-oriented enter​prises; particularly those with export potential, and provide them with a comprehensive and integrated range of services to enhance their competitiveness.
